T lulsatech Need a ride to Tulsa Tech?

Tulsa Tech provides transportation to and from area high schools for secondary students. Information relating to the bus
routes (i.e. route times, bus numbers, etc.) can be found by searching your high school’s website or by contacting your high
school transportation department. If you are planning to utilize Tulsa Tech transportation, please note: morning Tulsa Tech
buses leave your high school before regular routes and afternoon Tulsa Tech buses normally arrive after your regular routes
leave. Tulsa Tech adult students do not ride the route buses. Tulsa Tech buses are contracted through local school districts.

Before the first day of class at Tulsa Tech, you should know:
- Which Tulsa Tech campus location you will be attending
- What time your bus will leave your high school for that campus
- The route number or bus number for the Tulsa Tech campus
- The bus/route number that will take you back to your home high school

» Some districts share transportation routes, so be sure you know all of your bus information.

»Be 10 minutes early for the bus each day. Bus drivers have a strict pick up and departure time so don't be late.
Ask the bus driver “Is this the bus going to Tulsa Tech campus?”

» If your bus is over 10 minutes late from the scheduled time, please call the Tulsa Tech Transportation Department
at (918) 828-5184.

» If you attend a private school or home school, call Tulsa Tech Transportation Department to find out if we have a bus
route near you.

» Tulsa Tech bus routes will run on all scheduled class days unless your district is closed for inclement weather.

» Tulsa Tech ID badges should be worn on the bus as soon as they are available.
